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How To Make A One Time Backup Dump 

Of A SQL Database

This document contains instructions for taking a SQL Server 6.5 database and creating a dump of the data that can be used for backup.  This same process can be followed with some variation in SQL Server 7.0 and 2000 using the Data Transfer Services.

Open SQL Enterprise Manager and open the SQL Server folder.  Select the Backup Devices folder.  Right click to choose New Backup Device.  Give the file a name (something descriptive like SilentPartner091401).  The location of the .DAT file will default (though can be changed).  Select Disk Backup Device for the option of disk or tape.  Go to the Database folder and open to see the list of databases. Select the database you want to dump and right click to select the option to Backup/Restore the database.   Choose the Backup Device created above and click the Backup Now button to create the .DAT file specified above.
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
