Problem: Clicking NEW and SCHEDULE on an activity, how can you control the calendar window that comes up?

Solution: There are three ways that you can set up WinSales to react when a user clicks New and Schedule for an activity.  All of these revolve around how the activity is defined in the WinSales Administrator on the SHOW ACTIVITES IN selection on the main window, and the definition of the DATE and TIME fields on the activity you are working with.
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Option #1: You can get a window which has a full month/year calendar, plus an area for the user to specify a time on that date for the activity to be scheduled.  For the this functionality pictured below, in the WinSales Administrator select the activity, and make sure the Show Activities In the Calendar option is checked.
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Option #2: The second option is to just have the month/year calendar window where the user selects a date, but no time.  For this option the log into Administrator and on the activity you are working with make the Date field required, then uncheck the “Show in Calendar” option on the main Administrator window. 
Option #3: The third option is to have WinSales schedule the activity for the current system time and date and no schedule window appears all.  For this option in the Administrator uncheck the Show Activities In the Calendar option, and make the Date and Time fields on the activity you are working with set to not be required fields.
