Question: How do I modify the Connect To Database drop down list when logging in to WinSales.
To Delete A Database From The List:

1. Select Start + Run, type in WINSALES.INI, and click OK. (If that doesn't work, start Notepad from the Accessories group in Program Manager.  In Notepad, choose FILE + OPEN and navigate to C:\WINDOWS\WINSALES.INI and click OPEN).
2. Find the second section titled [Databases] (an example below of WinSales v4.06).

[Databases]

Name1=WinSales Demo

Path1=C:\WINSALES\DATA\demo.wsd

Name2=Silent

Path2=F:\SILENT~1\DATA\SILENT.WSD

Name3=Silent Partner

Path3=F:\SILENT~1\DATA\SILENT.WSD

3. For WinSales 3.2/4.x, there are two parameters: Namen and Pathn. Find the parameters for the database you wish to remove and delete the entire lines for each. The sequential number, n, must be consecutive numbers for all remaining entries.  If the database you deleted was not the last entry in the [Databases] section, renumber the parameters for each of the entries below the one deleted. The below example shows what the [Databases] seection of the WINSALE.INI should look like after removing the Name2 and Path2 in the above example.

[Databases]

Name1=WinSales Demo

Path1=C:\WINSALES\DATA\demo.wsd

Name2=Silent Partner

Path2=F:\SILENT~1\DATA\SILENT.WSD

4. Choose FILE + SAVE and then EXIT Notepad and restart WinSales to see your changes.

To Change A Database Name In The List:

1. Select Start + Run, type in WINSALES.INI, and click OK. (If that doesn't work, start Notepad from the Accessories group in Program Manager.  In Notepad, choose FILE + OPEN and navigate to C:\WINDOWS\WINSALES.INI and click OPEN).
2. Find the second section titled [Databases] (an example below of WinSales v4.06).

3. Find Namen parameter for the database you wish to rename.

4. Change the value after the equal sign to the new name you wish to assign to your database. Remember the sequential number, n, must be consecutive numbers for all remaining entries.

5. Choose FILE + SAVE and then EXIT Notepad and restart WinSales to see your changes.
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
