We recommend that you create stored procedures in SQL Server 6.5 to backup and re-index your database on a regular basis to maximize performance and reduce risk of problems with your database. Refer to your SQL Server 6.5 documentation for further details.

Daily backup: This daily task is created as a CMDExec and run daily.  The drive letter will need to be modified based on database location: 

SQLMAINT.EXE -D SilentPartner -CkAl -BkUpLog D:\MSSQL\BACKUP -BkUpMedia DISK -Rpt D:\MSSQL\LOG\ SilentPartner_maint.rpt

Weekly backup: This weekly task is also created as CMDExec and run weekly.  The drive letter will again need to be modified based on the database location:

SQLMAINT.EXE -D SilentPartner -UpdSts -Rebldldx 10 -BkUpDB D:\MSSQL\BACKUP -BkUpMedia DISK -DelBkUps 1 -Rpt D:\MSSQL\LOG\ SilentPartner_maint.rpt

This is TSQL command is used for rebuilding indexes:

update_statistics sqlmaint -D SilentPartner -RebldIdx 10 -Rpt D:\MSSQL\LOG\ SilentPartner _maint.rpt

There is an issue in SQL 6.5 before Service Pack5a that can cause user count problems after a rebuild of the index.  Be sure you are running SP5a or higher before enabling this process.
