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Problem: What needs to be done when moving a SQL Server database from one server to another? This document assumes knowledge of SQL Server Enterprise Manager.
Solution: When moving a SQL Server database the easiest method is to backup the database using SQL Server Enterprise Manager. This will create a file that you can move to the other server with whatever method you like. This file is the entire database with all data and indexes that you will restore into the new server.
On the new machine in SQL Server Enterprise Manager you will need to restore the database in your SQL Server. Once the database is restored you'll want to go under DATABASES and select the database you restored and click on USERS. Select all users and delete (these are just the USERS in the SQL side of things, not the actual WINSALES USERS). 
Next in Enterprise Manager go to SECURITY and LOG INS and create a log in for each user with a password that matches what their password is in WINSALES. On the LOG IN creation window under DATABASE ACCESS grant access to the restored database by selecting the database and checking it on, this will recreate the USER that we deleted (the USER stores the SQL Server information and must be recreated or dropped when moving a database).  If you receive errors creating the LOG IN that the user exists you need to go to the SYSUSERS table for the database and find and delete the user listed that is linked to the log in you are attempting to create. Once the SYSUSER record has been deleted you can create the log in that will recreate the SYSUSER record for the current server. If you receive a message that, “Ad hoc updates to system catalogs are not enabled”, you need to go to Enterprise Manager and right click on the server and choose properties and the SERVER SETTINGS tab and check ON the “allow modifications to be made directly to system catalog” and then you will be able to delete users from SYSUSER.
You then should be able to start WINSALES and at the Connect TO Database window enter a new database name and a user name with a password that is a valid SQL Log In and WINSALES user and select the ADD NAME TO LIST box under the password area and check SQL SERVER as the type of database. When you click OK you will be prompted to enter the SQL Server name and the SQL Server Database Name and it will connect to the database and it to the user logged in's registry so they next time you start WINSALES you select that name and it logs you into the database out on the server you specified. To test creating new users you'll have to set the user logged into WINSALES ADMINISTRATOR ding this task as a SYSTEM ADMINISTRATOR role in SQL SERVER. Tthen in the WINSALES ADMINISTRATOR you can go to EDIT + USERS and add new users and it will create the SQL Server LOG IN as well as the WINSALES user.  If the user logged in is not SYSTEM ADMINISTRATOR in SQL they will be able to create the WINSALES USER, but the SQL SERVER LOG IN would need to be manually created as above.
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
